(L/D)

Otokoyama Sake Brewery Museum,
with 330 year history of brewing the best
session of sweet to bitter sake. Next
proceed to Otaru, you can take a very nice
view at this romantically atmospheric
Otaru Canal. Visit the Kitaichi Glass
Shop, reputed for its unique lamps and
hand-blown glassware. You can also go to
Music Box Museum, where you can view
various beautifully crafted music boxes
and enjoy their heavenly music.After
which we shall proceed to make our way

towards Sapporo, the largest city in
Hokkaido. we will visit the most popular,
prosperous and diverse shopping street in
Hokkaido, Japan - Tanuki Koji Street.
