D4 : Toyama - Nagano (B/L/D)

Train, Tateyama Cable Car, Tateyama
Tunnel Trolley Bus, Kurobe Cable Car,
Kanden Tunnel Trolley Bus and
Tateyama Ropeway. The main attraction
of the Tateyama Kurobe Alpine Route is
the magnificent scenery of the
Tateyama Mountain Range, part of the
Chubu Sangaku National Park. The up to
20 meter high snow corridor is a
highlight during spring, while summer
and autumn attract hikers with alpine
flowers and autumn colors. After that,
we shall transfer by coach to Kurobe
View Hotel or similar.

Park, It was once selected by CNN as
one of the “Top Ten Dream Tourism
Attractions in the World”. From mid-
April to mid-May, the garden is full of
vine flowers. Transfer to Tokyo and
proceed to popular Asakusa Kannon
Temple - Tokyo's oldest and most
impressive temple is said to have been
founded in the 7th century. Next, you’ll
visit Nakamise Shopping Street.
Thereafter, visit Tokyo's most famous
landmark Tokyo Skytree (photo stop).
