Visit the Toompea Castle,
the 13th century Dome Church, the
19th century Russian orthodox
Cathedral of Alexander Nevskij, the
15th century town Hall Square, the
Old Guild built to celebrate Tallinn’s
membership in the Hanseatic League,
and St. Olaf’s Church.

DAY 04 TALLINN - RIGA
(Breakfast / Dinner)
After breakfast, we will continue our
journey to Riga. Riga has long been one
of the most thriving cities on the Baltic
Within the extensive old town are
narrow medieval streets, Gothic and
Baroque churches,
