DAY 1 SINGAPORE»HO CHI MINH (D)
Upon arrival at Tan Son Nhat International
airport , meet by our representative and transfer
to hotel for check in. Dinner at local restaurant.

DAY 2 HOCHIMINH & CUCHI ® VUNGTA

(B/L/D)
After breakfast, Process to Cu Chi Web-like
Tunnels System where human knowledge has
been enriched by experiencing of more than
200km in length which used to be the shelters
of guerrillas during the war against American
troops . After lunch, proceed to Vung Tau .It is
a famous beach resort with long white sandy
beaches and warm water whole year round and
Thien Hau Temple. Continue journey to visit
Thuy Van . It is a famous beach resort with
long white sandy beaches and warm water
whole year round.

DAY 3 VUNGTAU & HO CHI MINH (B/L/D)
Your City tour today including of visit to
Christ Hill (St. Jacque Janerio) & 18 meters
high Goddess of Mercy . Next tour to Beach
Whale Temple dedicated to whales considered
as the rescuing gods for Vietnamese fisherman
in the east sea. Lunch at local restaurant. After
lunch return to Ho Chi Minh City. On arrival
visit to The People’s Committee Hall,
lacquewares  factory and  handicraft
center ,Dinner will be serve on Saigon River
Cruise with show entertainment along the
Saigon River at Night.

DAY 4 HO CHI MINH »- HANOI (B/L/D)
After breakfast, visit to War Remnant
Museum ,which houses instruments of torture
and hundreds of photographs of atrocities
committed during the Vietnam War . Process to
visit the Notre Dame Cathedral which
constructed between 1959 and 1962,it is an
impressive modern building that combine the
functional aspects of a European cathedral with
traditional Vietnamese elements, including a
distinctly Asian Spire. Continue visit The Old
Post Office. After lunch transfer to Domestic
airport for Departure Flight to Hanoi —
Capital of Vietnam. A little break before
assembly again for dinner . After dinner , enjoy
the Vietnam famous Water Puppet Show.

DAY 5 HANOI v HALONG BAY (B/L/D)
Morning begin your Hanoi city including of
visit to Ba Dinh Square, President Ho Chi
Minh's Mausoleum & Residence, One-Pillar
Pagoda, the first One Pillar Pagoda was
destroyed during the French War. The new
Vietnamese government rebuilt the temple in
1955. 1t was originally constructed by Emperor
Ly Thai Tong to commemorate the long
awaited birth of an heir.

He believed that the luck had been foretold in a
dream about the Goddess of Mercy handing
him a male child on a lotus flower. He then
built the original small wooden pagoda to
resemble a lotus blossom to pay tribute to his
good fortune. After lunch proceed to Halong
Bay- the World Natural Heritage, upon
arrival, Dinner at local restaurant, transfer to
hotel for check in. Free at leisure at Night.

DAY 6 HALONG BAY & HANOI (B/L/D)
Cruise Ride along Halong Bay, the World
Natural Heritage, thousands of islands with
different forms look like glittering emeralds
attached to the blue scarf of a virgin. The area
where many stone islands concentrate has
spectacular scenesandworld-famous caves and
is the center of Halong Bay Natural Heritage.
Next visit to Dramatic Caves, Viewing Hall
&Thien Cung Caves which recently
discovered grotto is perhaps the most beautiful
grotto in all Halong Bay. In the centre of cave
are four pillars supporting the ““ roof of heavens
“. Under immeasurably high roof, stalactites
from a natural stone curtain, and the wind
blowing through the stone produces the sound
of a beating drum. Seafood lunch on board.
After lunch, return to Hanoi. On arrival, visit to
Hoan Kiem Lake , Ho Hoan Kiem or Lake of
the Returned Sword was once a part of the
Red river (song Hong). Through thousands of
years of changes in the geography, the lake
moved eastward to its present position many
kilometers from the river. The lake was once
called Luc Thuy or Green Water because the
water was green year round. In the fifteen
century, the lake was named Ho Hoan Kiem,
based of a legend that is. Next process to
Hanoi’s Old Quarter with 36 commercial
roads.

DAY 7 HANOI = SINGAPORE (B)
After breakfast transfer to the airport for your
flight home.
