It
is also allegedly the first establishment that
institutionalized  kungfu. Because of its
association  with  Shaolin  KungFu and
contributions in development of other Chinese
martial arts, it is considered the cradle of kung fu.

[ Pagoda Forest at Shaolin ] The pagoda
forest in Shaolin Temple was a concentration of
tomb pagodas for eminent monks, abbots and
ranking monks at the temple. A rough count
shows more than two hundred fifty tomb
pagodas of various sizes, making it the biggest
pagoda forest in China.

[ shaolin Wushu Performance ]

[ Lijing Gate- exclude the tower admission ]
the entrance to Luoyang Old Town District. It is
the most striking landmark of Luoyang Old
Town District.

Day05 : LUOYANG - LINGBAO (B/L/D)
[ Longmen Grottoes ] (tram included) are
one of the finest examples of Chinese
Buddhist art. Housing tens of thousands of
statues of Buddha and his disciples.

[ Guanlin Temple Jwas built to commemorate
the great General Guan Yu of the State of Shu
during the Three Kingdoms Period. It is said
that the head of General Guan Yu was buried
here.

Day06: LINGBAO - XI’AN (B/L/D)

[ Terracotta Army - include eco car ] The
Terracotta Army is one of the top attractions in
China. It is significant because the hundreds of
detailed life-size models represent the army
that triumphed over all other Chinese armies
and who were the decisive factor in forming a
united China 2,200 years ago. The Mausoleum
of the First Qin Emperor is home to one of
history’” s greatest armies.

[ Huaqing Pool ] has been the site of a
famous imperial bathing pool and various
palace complexes over its 3,000 year history. It
is a National Cultural Relic and one of China's
Hundred Famous Gardens.

was extended to 10 layers in reconstruction,
but was reduced to 7 layers after the
renovation in during the Chang'an reign of
Empress Wu Zetian, and became a pavilion-
shaped pagoda in gray brick structure with a
square plane.

[ Giant Wild Goose Pagoda Square ] in Asia,
it is the biggest Tang-culture plaza, with the
biggest musical fountain and the largest-scale
sculptures.

Day08: Xi’An*)Singapore (or via Shangh
ai/Guangzhou/Beijing) (B/L)

[ The fortifications of Xi'an ] an ancient
capital of China, represent one of the oldest
and best preserved Chinese city walls. It's the
most complete city wall that has survived in
China. [ Muslim Food Street 1 this Muslim
Street a food street is unending lines of various
restaurants and food stalls, some of which
specialize in selling cakes, others in dried fruit
or breads, and hordes of stalls selling
barbecued meats on skewers.
