Next, head to Xun Pu
Village to see the unique oyster shell
houses. Last, stroll through Wudianshi
Traditional Street, where you can admire
Southern Fujian-style red brick buildings
and a mix of Chinese and Western
architecture spanning from the Ming
Dynasty to modern times.
