After breakfast, we'll travel to Dali by bus.
Compulsory Tour: a visit to Dali's Social Media
Hot Spot-[The Santorini of Dali] (includes
ascending electric car, exquisite refreshments,
and three complimentary digitally retouched
photos). The Erhai Lake Ecological Corridor's S-
bend is the most comfortable way to explore
Dali's Erhai Lake. Enjoy a leisurely gaze at the lake
and a stroll along its shores. After dinner, check
in to your hotel and rest.

DAY 4: DALI ® SHANGRI-LA (4H) (B/L/D)

visit Tiger Leaping Gorge (including escalators).

Built
during the reign of Emperor Kangxi, the park is
nestled against the mountainside and boasts the
world's largest prayer wheel, its most distinctive
feature. After dinner, we'll check in at the hotel.

DAY 5: SHANGRI-LA ® LIJIANG (3H) (B/L/D)
After breakfast, you will visit Songzanlin
Monastery, which is nestled against a

mountainside and bears a striking resemblance
to the Potala Palace in Lhasa. Due to its grand
scale, it is known as the "Little Potala Palace."
Overlooking Lhamoyangcuo Lake, you will then
travel to Lijiang by bus and visit the 800-year-
old Lijiang Old Town and Sifang Street.

DAY 6: LUIANG (B/L/-)

Today we'll travel to Jade Dragon Snow
Mountain, one of Lijiang's most famous
attractions and a sacred mountain for the Naxi
people. We'll take the cable car up to the
summit of Jade Dragon Snow Mountain's
main peak, the Ice Tower Forest. Glacier Park,
a collection of caves and grottoes carved by
glacial erosion. Additional highlights include a
visit to Blue Moon Valley (not include eco-car)
and Baishui River . Ganhaizi Lake. We'll then
enjoy the song and dance performance
"Impression Lijiang," created by Zhang Yimou.
Note:

1. "Impression Lijiang" is a complimentary
program. Therefore, if the performance is
canceled due to reasons attributable to the
organizer, the travel agency will not provide
any compensation.

2. If the Ice Tower Forest Cableway is
suspended for maintenance or due to strong
winds, the Yunshanping Cableway and plank
road electric car will be used instead.

DAY 7: LIIANG & KUNMING (3H) (B/L/D)
After breakfast, we'll travel by bus to Kunming,
passing through Dali to visit Dali Ancient Town
(excluding electric carts) and Foreigner Street.
Then enjoy the Buffet(compulsory tour) for
dinner.

DAY 8: KUNMING * SINGAPORE (B/L)

After breakfast, we'll visit Dounan Flower
Market, Asia's largest flower market. After
lunch, we'll explore Kunming OIld Street,
where we'll see a miniature version of old
Kunming: Qianwang Street, Jiubei Tower, the
century-old Fulin Hall, and the exterior of the
Ma Family Courtyard. The street, comprised of
six streets and ten alleys, houses a rich
tapestry of traditional Qing and Republican-era
residential buildings and old shops, creating a
unique historical atmosphere. After which,
we'll return to our beautiful home, Singapore.
